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SECTION 1  -   INTRODUCTION 
 

 

1.1  TITLE OF BY - LAW 

 

This by - law may be cited as the "Zoning By - law".  

 

 

1.2  SCOPE 

 

1.2.1  AREA DEFINED 

 

This By - law applies to all those lands shown on Schedules A, B, and 

C and covers all lands within the corporate limits of the 

Corporation.             

 

1.2.2  CONFORMITY WITH BY- LAW 

 

No building or structure  shall hereafter be erected or altered, nor 

shall the use of any land, building or structure hereafter be 

changed, in whole or in part, except in conformity with the 

provisions of this By - law.  

 

1.2.3  BUILDING PERMIT ISSUED  

 

Nothing in this By - law shall pre vent the erection or use for a purpose 

prohibited by this By - law of any building or structure for 

which a permit has been issued under Section 5 of the Building 

Code Act, prior to the date of the passing of this By - law, so 

long as the building or structure  when erected is used and 

continues to be used for the purpose for which it was erected 

and provided the permit has not been revoked under Section 6 

of the Building Code Act.  

 

1.2.4  EXISTING USES CONTINUED 

 

Nothing in this By - law shall prevent the use of a ny lot, building or 

structure for any purpose prohibited by this By - law if such 

lot, building or structure was lawfully used for such purpose 

on the date of passing of this By - law, so long as it continued 

to be used for that purpose.  

 

1.2.5  COMPLIANCE WITH OTHER RESTRICTIONS 
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This By - law shall not be effective to reduce or mitigate any 

restrictions lawfully imposed by a governmental authority 

having jurisdiction to make such restrictions.  
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SECTION 2  -   INTERPRETATION 

 

 

2.1  SINGULAR AND PLURAL WORDS: 

 

 

In this By - law, unless the context requires otherwise:  

 

(a)  words used in the singular number include the plural; and  

 

(b)  words used in the plural include the singular number.  

 

 

2.2  SHALL IS MANDATORY 

 

In this By - law, the word "shall" is mandatory.  

 

 

2.3  USED AND OCCUPIED 

 

In this By - law, unless the text requires otherwise:  

 

(a)  the word "used" shall include "designed to be used", "arranged 

to be used", and "intended to be used"; and  

 

(b)  the  word "occupied" shall include "designed to be occupied", 

and "intended to be occupied".  

 

 

2.4  SCHEDULES TO BY- LAW 

 

Schedules "A" Blake Township, "B" Crooks Township, and "C" Pardee 

Township, ZONE MAPS, and Schedule "D", Special Zones, which 

are attached h ereto, are hereby made part of this By - law.  
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SECTION 3  -   ADMINISTRATION 

 

 

3.1  ISSUANCE OF BUILDING PERMITS  

 

Notwithstanding the provisions of the Building By - law or any other 

By- law of the Corporation, to the contrary, no building 

permits shall be issued  where a proposed building, structure 

or alteration to an existing building or structure would 

contravene in any way one or more of the provisions thereof.  

 

 

3.2  REQUESTS FOR AMENDMENT 

 

Every request for an amendment to this By - law shall be accompanied by 

two (2) copies of the appropriate application form provided 

by the Corporation and payment of all required fees.  

 

 

3.3  VIOLATIONS AND PENALTIES  

 

3.3.1  Every person who uses any lot, or erects or uses any building 

or structure or any part of any lot, building or structure in 

a manner contrary to any requirement of this By - law, or who 

causes or permits such use or erection, or who violates any 

provision of this By - law, or who causes or permits such a 

violation, shall be guilty of an offence, and upon co nviction 

thereof is liable,  

 

(a)  on first conviction to a fine of not more than $20,000.00; and  

 

(b)  on a subsequent conviction to a fine of not more than 

$10,000.00 for each day or part thereof upon which the 

contravention has continued after the day on which he was first 

convicted.  

 

3.3.2  Every corporation who uses any lot, or erects or uses any 

building or structure or any part of any lot, building or 

structure in a manner contrary to any requirement of this 

By- law, or who causes or permits such use or erection, or who 

violates any provision of this By - law, or who causes or permits 

such a violation, shall be guilty of an offence, and upon 

conviction thereof is liable,  
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(a)  on first conviction to a fine of not more that $50,000.00; and  



 6 

 

 

 

3.3.2  (b)  on a sub sequent conviction to a fine of not more that 

$25,000.00 for each day or part thereof upon which the 

contravention has continued after the day on which the 

corporation was first convicted.  

 

3.3.3  Any building or structure which contravenes any requirement 

of this By - law may be removed or altered at the expenses of 

the owner thereof by the Corporation pursuant to the 

provisions of the Municipal Act, R.S.O. 1980, Section 210, 

paragraph 170 or any successor thereto.  

 

 

3.4  REMEDIES 

 

Where any building or struct ure is erected, altered, reconstructed or 

extended, or any part thereof is used, or any lot is used, in 

contravention of any requirement of this By - law, such 

contravention may be restrained by proceedings of the 

Corporation pursuant to the relevant provisi ons of The 

Planning Act or The Municipal Act or The Building Code Act.  

 

 

3.5  VALIDITY  

 

If any section, clause or provision of this By - law, including anything 

contained in the Schedules attached hereto, is for any reason 

declared by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, 

the same shall not affect the validity of this By - law as a whole 

or any part, thereof, other than the section, clause or 

provision so declared to be invalid, and it is hereby declared 

to be the intention that all the remaining s ections, clauses 

or provisions of this By - law shall remain in full force and 

effect until repealed, notwithstanding, that one ore more 

provisions thereof shall have been declared to be invalid.  

 

 

3.6  EXISTING BY - LAWS 

 

By- law Number 142 - 1985 of the Corporat ion and all amendments thereto 

are  hereby repealed.  
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SECTION 4  -   GENERAL PROVISIONS 
 

 

4.1  ACCESSORY USES 

 

4.1.1  USES PERMITTED 

 

Where this By - law permits a lot to be used or a building or structure 

to be erected or used for a purpose, that purpose shall  include 

any building structure or use accessory thereto, except the 

following:  

 

 (a)  a gasoline retail outlet;  

 

 (b)  a home occupation;  

  

 (c)  a salvage yard;  

 

 (d)  any building used for human habitation;  

 

unless  such use is specifically listed as permitted use elsewhere in 

this By - law.  

 

4.1.2  HEIGHT RESTRICTIONS 

 

No accessory building or structure other than accessory dwellings or 

accessory farm buildings or structures shall exceed one storey 

in height.  

 

4.1.3  LOCATION 

 

No accessory building or structure shall be located within three (3) 

metres of any other main building or structure.  

 

4.1.4  YARD REQUIREMENTS 

 

All accessory buildings and structures shall meet at least the minimum 

front, side and rear yard requirem ents specified in this 

By- law.  

 

Clothes poles, flag poles, garden trellises, fences, retaining walls 

and signs shall be exempt from the yard requirements of this 

By- law.  
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4.1.5  ISSUING BUILDING PERMIT  

 

No building permit shall be issued for an accessory building until the 

main use has been established and any required building 

permits for a main building have been obtained.  
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4.2  ACCESS REGULATIONS 

 

No building shall be erected on any lot which does not abut an existing 

public road or a road approved by Council unless it is located 

in a Remote Recreation 3 (S3) Zone.   

 

4.3  HEIGHT RESTRICTIONS 

 

Nothing in this By - law shall apply to restrict the height  of any 

antenna, a barn, a chimney, a church spire, a flag pole, a 

hydro - electric transmission tower, a radio tower or antenna, 

a silo, a steeple, or a water tower provided that such 

buildings and structures conform to all restrictions of other 

governmenta l authorities having jurisdictions.  

 

 

4.4  HOME OCCUPATIONS 

 

Where permitted in this By - law, a home occupation shall conform to the 

following provisions:  

 

(a)  the occupation shall be conducted entirely within a dwelling;  

 

(b)  it is clearly secondary to the use of the dwelling as a private 

residence;  

 

(c)  it does not change the character of the residence as a private 

residence;  

 

(d)  there is no display, no stock in trade and no material 

commodity sold upon the premises;  

 

(e)  there shall be no external storage  of materials or finished 

products;  

 

(f)  the occupation shall be carried on only by the inhabitants of 

the dwelling, plus one additional person;  

 

(g)  no noise, dust or odour arising from such occupation shall 

escape to adjoining premises;  

 

(h)  the  area devoted to such occupation shall not exceed 

twenty - five percent (25%) of the gross floor area of the 

dwelling.  
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4.5  HOME INDUSTRY 

 

Where permitted in this By - law, a home industry shall conform to the 

following provisions:  

 

(a)  the home industry shall  be conducted entirely within an 

accessory building;  

 

(b)  it shall be clearly secondary to the use of the property, that 

being residential;  

 

(c)  it shall not change the residential character of the property;  

 

(d)  no material commodity other than that produ ced on the premises 

may be sold, displayed or stocked for re - sale thereon;  

 

(e)  there shall be no external storage of materials or finished 

products;  

 

(f)  the number of persons engaged in the home industry shall be 

limited to a maximum of four (4) and may include only the 

inhabitants of the dwelling on the subject property plus one 

additional person;  

 

(g)  no noise, dust or odour arising from such home industry shall 

escape to adjoining premises;  

 

(h)  the  maximum size of an accessory building utilized for a home 

industry shall be one hundred and twenty (120) square metres.  

 

4.6  LOTS WITH MORE THAN ONE ZONE 

 

Where a lot is divided into more than one zone each such portion of 

said lot shall be considered sep arately for the purposes of 

determining zone provisions such as lot area, lot frontage, 

minimum front yard, minimum side yard and minimum rear yard 

and each such portion shall conform to the provisions of the 

appropriate zone, but no lot shall have more th an one dwelling 

on the whole except as specifically provided in this By - law.  
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4.7  NON- CONFORMING USES, BUILDINGS AND LOTS 

 

4.7.1  REPAIR PERMITTED 

 

Nothing in this By - law shall prevent the rebuilding or repair of an 

existing or permitted building or structu re, even though such 

building or structure or the lot on which such building or 

structure is located does not conform to one or more of the 

provisions of this By - law, provided that no exterior dimension 

is increased and the use is not altered except in acc ordance 

with the provisions of this By - law.  

 

4.7.2  LOT AREA OR FRONTAGE LESS THAN REQUIRED 

 

Where any lot on the date of passing of this By - law including:  

 

(a)  a lot created by a consent given pursuant to Section 52 of The 

Planning Act, 1983 as amended and  subsequently conveyed and 

registered.  

 

(b)  a lot within a plan of subdivision given draft approval by the 

Ministry of Municipal Affairs and subsequently registered, 

has a lesser lot area, lot frontage, lot depth and yard 

requirements than that required, then the said lot shall be 

deemed to conform to the requirements of this By - law with 

respect to the lot area, lot frontage, lot depth and yard 

requirements, and the provisions hereof respecting lot area, 

lot frontage, lot depth and yard requirements shall not apply 

to prevent the use of such lot, or the erection, alteration 

or use of a permitted building or structure there upon, 

provided that the use of the said lot remains unchanged from 

that which existed on the date of passing hereof and in 

accordance wi th all other provisions hereof except that any 

side yard requirement may be reduced to thirty percent (30%) 

of lot width.  
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4.7.3  METRIC CONVERSION, EXPROPRIATION AND DEDICATION FOR PUBLIC 

USE 

 

Where any lot existing on the date of passing of this By - law is  made 

non- conforming due to metric conversion or any lot is made 

non- conforming due to expropriation or dedication for public 

use, then said lot shall be deemed to conform with this By - law 

with respect to those provisions made non - conforming by metric 

conv ersion, expropriation or dedication for public use and the 

said provisions shall not apply to prevent the use of such lot, 

or the erection, alteration or use of a permitted building or 

structure thereupon, provided that the use of land remains the 

same, in  accordance with all other provisions of this By - law 

and the nature of the non - conformity is not increased.  

 

 

4.8  MAIN BUILDINGS ON A LOT  

 

4.8.1  NUMBER PERMITTED 

 

No person shall erect more than one dwelling unit on a lot unless 

specifically allowed in a z one.  

 

No person shall erect more than one (1) main building on a lot except 

for:  

 

(a)  commercial and industrial buildings located in commercial and 

industrial zones;  

 

(b)  farm related buildings located on an active farm.  

 

 

4.9  OFFENSIVE USES 

 

4.9.1  GENERAL PROHIBITION 

 

No use shall be permitted in any zone, which from its nature, materials 

used therein or emissions issued therefrom, is declared to be 

a noxious trade, business or manufacture under the Public 

Health Act, as amended from time to time, or any l egislation 

or regulations established from time to time by the Province 

of Ontario, the Government of Canada, or any agencies thereof.  
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4.10  PARKING 

 

4.10.1  PARKING SPACES REQUIRED 

 

The owner of every building or structure erected or used for any 

purposes hereinafter set forth shall provide and maintain for 

the sole use of the owner, occupant or other persons entering 

upon or making use of the said premises from time to time, 

parking spaces and areas as follows:

(a) residential  2 spaces per single dwelling and recreational dwelling  

 

(b) hotel, motel, motor  l space per guest room

(c) church   1 parking space per 4 person capacity  

 

 (d) assembly hall,  1 parking space per  

     community centre, theatre  4 person capacity  

 

(e) eating establishments  1 parking space per 4 

person capacity  

 

(f) office, public building  1 parking spa ce per 20 

square metres of floor area  

 

(g) a warehouse  1 parking space per 90 square metres of floor area 

devoted to the main use plus 1 parking space per 30 square 

metres of accessory office or retail floor area  

 

 (h) a personal service  1 parking space per  

     shop, a merchandise  20 square metres of  

    service shops  floor area  
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4.10.1.  (i) an industrial activity  1 parking space per  

     a commercial activity,  75 square metres of  

    a petty trade  floor area devoted to the main use plus 1 parking 

space per 30 square metres of accessory office or retail floor 

area  

 

(j) other recreation uses  2 parking spaces per 4 

person capacity  

 

 

 

 (k) other permitted uses  1 parking space per  

    not listed  30 square metres of floor       area  

 

(l) tourist park  2 parking  spaces per campsite  

 

4.10.2  PARKING SPACE DIMENSIONS 

 

Each parking space shall be a minimum of three (3) metres by six (6) 

metres with an area of at least eighteen (18) square metres.  

 

4.10.3  PARKING AREAS 

 

Access to all the required parking spaces for institutional, 

commercial and industrial uses shall be provided by means of 

unobstructed driveways and aisles at least seven (7) metres 

in width.  Access to all the uses shall be provided by means 

of unobstructed driveways and aisles at least three (3) met res 

in width.  

 

When a building or structure has insufficient parking space on the date 

of passing of this By - law to comply with the requirement 

herein, no addition may be built and no change of use may occur, 

unless the parking requirements are met for the  entire use.  

 

 

4.11  PUBLIC USES 

   

4.11.1  USES PERMITTED 

 

Nothing in this By - law shall prevent land to be used as a public road 

or prevent the installation of a water main, sanitary sewer 

main, storm sewer main, gas main, pipe line, overhead or 

underground  hydro, telephone or other supply and/or

communication line.  
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4.12  YARD ENCROACHMENTS AND OBSTRUCTIONS 

 

4.12.1  PROJECTION INTO MINIMUM YARD REQUIREMENTS 

 

No part of any minimum yard required by this By - law shall be obstructed 

by any building or structure or any part thereof except one 

or more of the following:  

 

(a)  sills, belt courses, chimneys, cornices, eaves, gutters, 

parapets, and similar architectural features, projecting not 

more than one half (.5) metre into a minimum yard requirement;  

 

(b)  functional and ornamental structures including, but not 

necessarily restricted to drop awnings, clothes poles, 

ornamental foundations, statues, monuments, planters, garden 

trellises, fences, boundary and retaining walls, hedgerows 

and signs;  

 

(c)  uncovered   exterior steps, where such structure projects not 

more than two (2) metres into a minimum yard requirement and 

there are no walls;  

 

(d)  balconies projecting not more than one and a half (1.5) metres 

into a minimum yard requirement.  
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SECTION 5  -   ZONES 
 

 

5.1  CLASSIFICATION  

 

5.1.1  The provisions of this By - law shall apply to all lands within 

the limits of the Corporation which lands for the purposes of 

this By - law are divided into various zones:

5.1.2  The permitted uses, the minimum area and dimensions of lots, 

the minimum size of yar ds, the maximum lot coverage, the 

minimum buffers, the maximum height of buildings and all other 

zone provisions, are set out herein for each respective zone.  

 

5.1.3  The extent and boundaries of all the said zones are shown on 

Schedules "A", "B", and "C", which Schedules form a part of 

this By - law and are attached hereto.  

 

5.1.4  The symbols listed in paragraph 5.1.1 of this subsection may 

be used to refer to buildings and structures, the uses of lots, 

buildings and structures permitted by this By - law in the  said 
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zones, and wherever in this By - law the word "zone" is used, 

preceded by any of the said symbols, such zones shall mean any 

area within the Corporation of the Municipality of Neebing 

within the scope of this By - law, delineated on Schedules "A", 

"B", a nd "C" and designated by the said symbol.  
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5.1.5  Where the zone symbols, designating certain lands as shown on 

Schedules "A", "B", and "C" are followed by a number, then 

additional special provisions apply to such lands and the 

special provisions will be f ound by reference to the section 

of this By - law which deals with that particular zone.  

 

 

5.2  ZONE BOUNDARIES 

 

5.2.1  When determining the boundary of any zone shown on Schedules 

"A", "B", or "C" the following provisions shall apply:  

 

(a)  A boundary indicated as following a watercourse, stream, 

creek, or the right - of - way of a railway or an electrical or 

gas transmission line or a street shall be the centre line of 

such watercourse, creek, stream or right - of - way.  

 

(b)  A boundary indicated as approximat ely following lot lines 

shown on a registered plan of subdivision shall follow such 

lot lines.  

 

(c)  A boundary indicated as following the limits of the Township 

shall follow such limits.  

 

5.2.2  After applying the above conditions, where uncertainty exists 

as to the boundary of any zone, then the location of such 

boundary shall be determined in accordance with the scale of 

the maps as shown on Schedules "A", "B", and "C" at the original 

size of approximately 1 centimetre to .3 kilometres.  
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5.3  RURAL (RU) ZONE 

 

No person shall within any Rural (RU) Zone use any lot or erect, alter 

or use any building or structure for any purpose except in 

accordance with the following:  

 

5.3.1  Permitted Uses  

 

 (a)  a single dwelling  

 

 (b)  agricultural  

 

 (c)  forestry  

 

 (d)  sta bles, riding academies, dog kennels  

 

 (e)  watershed management and conservation uses  

 

 (f)  a home occupation  

 

 (g)  a home industry  

 

(h)  an accessory dwelling to the uses listed in 5.3.1.(b), 

5.3.1.(c) and 5.3.1.(d)  

 

(i)  buildings, structures and uses accessory to the above uses in 

accordance with Section 4.1.1.  

 

5.3.2  Zone Provisions  

 

 (a)  Minimum Lot Area    1 hectare  

 

 (b)  Minimum Lot Frontage   75 metres  

 

 (c)  Minimum Lot Depth  120 metres  

 

 (d)  Minimum Front Yard   10 metres  

 

 (e)  Minimum Side Yard    5 metres  

 

 (f)  Minimum Rear Yard   10 metres  

 

 (g)  Maximum Height    10 metres  
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(h)  Minimum Floor Area (dwelling)   55 square  metres  

 

5.3.3  Other Provisions  

 

Notwithstanding the above provisions, the required side yard for any 

building used to shelter animals  shall be thirty (30) metres.  

 

5.4  GENERAL AGRICULTURAL (AG) ZONE 

 

No person shall within any General Agricultural (AG) Zone use any lot 

or erect, alter or use any building or structure for any 

purpose except in accordance with the following:  

 

5.4.l  Permitted Uses  

 

 (a)  a single dwelling  

 

 (b)  agricultural  

 

 (c)  forestry  

 

 (d)  stables, riding academies, dog kennels  

 

 (e)  watershed management and conservation uses  

 

(f)  an accessory dwelling on a viable farm operati on occupied only 

by farm help, a farm partner, or a family member required for 

the efficient operation of a viable farm operation  

 

(g)  a home occupation  

 

 (h)  a home industry  

 

(i)  buildings, structures, and uses accessory to the above uses 

in accordance with Section 4.1.1.  

 

5.4.2  Zone Provisions  

 

 (a)  Minimum Lot Area   30 hectares  

 

 (b)  Minimum Lot Frontage  300 metres  

 

 (c)  Minimum Lot Depth  300 metres  
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 (d)  Minimum Front Yard   15 metres  

 

 (e)  Minimum Side Yard   15 metres  

 

 (f)  Minimum Rear Yard   10 metre s 

 

 (g)  Maximum Height    10 metres  

 

(h)  Minimum Floor Area (dwelling)   55 square metres  

 

5.4.3  Other Provisions

 (b)  Minimum Lot Frontage    30 metres  

 

 (c)  Minimum Lot Depth    40 metres  

 

 (d)  Minimum Front Yard    10 metres  

 

 (e)  Minimum Side Yard  

  -  for a recreational dwelling     5 metres  

  -  for accessory buildings   l.5 metres  

 

 (f)  Minimum Rear Yard  
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  -  when abutting a chain or  

    road allowance     3 metres

No person shall within any Recre ation 2 (S2) Zone use any lot or erect, 

alter or use any building or structure for any purpose except 

in accordance with the following:

 (b)  a guest cottage  

 

 (c)  docks, wharves or boat houses  

 

(d)  build ings, structures and uses accessory to the above uses in 

accordance with Section 4.1.1.  

 

5.6.2  Zone Provisions  

 

 (a)  Minimum Lot Area  3700 square metres  

 

 (b)  Minimum Lot Frontage     35 metres  

 

 (c)  Minimum Lot Depth     50 metres  

 

 (d)  Minimum Front Yard     10 metres  

 

 (e)  Minimum Side Yard  

  -  for a recreational dwelling     5 metres  

  -  for accessory buildings   l.5 metres  

 

 (f)  Minimum Rear Yard  

  -  when abutting a chain or  

    road allowance     3 metres  

  -  when not abutting a chain  

    or road allowance    23 metres  

 

 (g)  Maximum Height       8 

metres  

 

 (h)  Minimum Floor Area    55 square metres  
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5.7  REMOTE RECREATION 3 (S3) ZONE  

 

No person shall within any Remote Recreation 3 (S3) Zone use any lot 

or erect, alter or use any building or structure for any 

purpose except in accordance with the following:  

 

5.7.1  Permitted Uses  

 

 (a)  a remote cottage on the mainland  

 

5.7.2  Zone Provisions  

 

 (a)  Minimum Lot Area       8 hectares

6.55  "LOT AREA" shall mean t he total horizontal area within the lot lines 

of a lot.  

 

6.56  "LOT DEPTH" shall mean the horizontal distance between the front 

and rear lot lines.  If the front and rear lot lines are not 

parallel, "lot depth" shall mean the length of a straight line 

joini ng the middle of the front lot line with the middle of the rear 

lot line.  When there is no rear lot line, "lot depth" shall mean 

the length of a straight line joining the middle of the front lot 

line with the apex of a triangle formed by the side lot line s.            

 

6.57  "LOT FRONTAGE" shall mean the horizontal distance between the side 

lot lines as measured along a line parallel to the front lot line 

at a distance equal to the required front yard depth.  

 

6.58  "LOT LINE" shall mean a boundary of a lot.  

 

6.59  "LOT LINE, FRONT" shall mean the line dividing the lot from the 

street.  In the case of a corner lot the shorter lot line abutting 

a street shall be deemed the front lot line and the longer lot line 

abutting the street shall be deemed a side lot line .  In the case 

of a corner lot when the two lot lines abutting a street are of equal 

length, either lot line may be considered the front lot line.  

 

6.60  "LOT LINE, REAR" shall mean the lot line farthest from and opposite 

to the front lot line except in the  case of a lot with less than 

four (4) lot lines whereupon there shall be deemed to be no lot line.  

 

6.61  "LOT LINE, SIDE" shall mean a lot line other than a front or rear 

lot line.  

 

6.62  "LOT WIDTH" shall mean the distance between the side lot lines 

measured perpendicular to the mid - point of a line joining the 

mid - point of the front line and the mid - point of the rear lot line.  

When no rear lot line exists, "lot width" shall mean the distance 
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between the side lot lines measured perpendicular to the mid - poi nt 

of a line joining the mid - point of the front lot line and the apex 

of the triangle formed by the side lot lines.  
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6.63  "MAIN USE" shall mean a use, building or structure which constitutes 

the principle use(s), building(s) or structures of the lot.  

 

6.64  "MANUFACTURING" shall mean the use of land, buildings and 

structures for the making of objects or materials which shall be 

carried out within a closed building.  Manufactured goods may be 

stored outside.  This shall not include the sales of manufactured 

goods on the premises.  

 

6.65  "MARINA" shall mean an establishment or premises containing docking 

facilities and located on a watercourse, where boats and boat 

accessories are berthed, stored, serviced, repaired or kept for 

sale or rent and where facilities for the sale of marine fuels and 

lubricants may be provided.  

 

6.66  "MERCHANDISE REPAIR SHOP" shall mean a building or part thereof 

wherein articles or goods, other than vehicles or industrial tools 

are repaired or serviced or where replacement parts for su ch 

articles or goods are offered for sale.  

 

6.67  "MOBILE HOME" shall mean any dwelling that is designed to be made 

mobile, and constructed or manufactured to provide a permanent 

residence for a household, but shall not include a travel trailer 

or tent trailer or trailer otherwise designated.  

 

6.68  "NON- CONFORMING" shall mean a use, building or structure which 

lawfully existed prior to the passing of this By - law, but which 

shall not conform to one or more of the provisions of this By - law.  

 

6.69  "PARK" sh all mean an area of land consisting primarily of open space 

for recreation and may include a playground or playfield for 

recreational activities including, but not limited to, athletic 

fields, field houses, community centres, bleachers, swimming 

pools, wad ing pools, greenhouses, bandstands, skating rinks, 

tennis courts, bowling alleys, curling rinks, refreshment rooms, 

camping areas and arenas, but shall not include private clubs or 

commercial recreation facilities.  

 

6.70  "PARK, PRIVATE" shall mean a park o ther than a public park.  

 

6.71  "PARK, PUBLIC" shall mean a park owned and controlled by a public 

agency.  

 

6.72  "PARKING AREA" shall mean an area provided for the parking of motor 
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vehicles and may include aisles, parking spaces and related ingress 

and egres s lanes, but shall not include any part of a public street.  
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6.73  "PARKING SPACE" shall mean an area not less than eighteen (18) 

square metres exclusive of lanes or aisles for the temporary storage 

of motor vehicles.  

 

6.74  "PERMITTED" shall mean permitted by this By - law.  

 

6.75  "PERSON" shall mean any human being, association, firm, 

partnership, corporation, agent or trustee, and the heirs, 

executors or other legal representatives of a person at law.  

 

6.76  "PERSONAL SERVICE SHOP" shall mean a building or part thereof 

wherein a personal service is performed, including but not so as 

to limit the generality of the foregoing, a barber shop, a beauty 

salon, a shoe repair, a dry cleaning depot, a laundromat, a tailor 

or dressmaking shop, and a photographic studi o, but shall not 

include a massage or body - rub parlour or any adult entertainment 

parlour as defined in The Municipal Act, R.S.O. 1980, as amended.  

 

6.77  "PETTY TRADE" shall mean an establishment, other than an automotive 

use, that provides a non - personal service or craft to the public, 

including but not so as to limit the generality of the foregoing, 

a painter's shop, a plumber's shop, a tinsmith's shop, a printer's 

shop, a carpenter's shop, an electrician's shop, a merchandise 

service shop, a bakery, a so ft drink manufacturing establishment, 

a catering establishment, an egg grading station and a monument 

engraving shop.  

 

6.78  "PIT" shall mean land from which unconsolidated aggregate may be 

excavated but does not include an excavation for a building or 

stru cture.  

 

6.79  "PUBLIC DOCK" shall mean the structure on a watercourse used by the 

public for docking boats and swimming but does not include any 

buildings.  

 

6.80  "PUBLIC UTILITY" shall mean any utility owned by the Corporation 

or its Boards, an electrical p ower or energy generating, 

transmission or distributing system, natural or artificial gas 

works or supply system, a transportation system or a telephone 

system, and includes any lands, buildings or equipment required for 

the operation of any such system.  

 

6.81  "QUARRY" shall mean land from which unconsolidated aggregate may 

be excavated but does not include an excavation for a building or 
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structure.  
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6.82  "REMOTE COTTAGE" shall mean a recreation dwelling located on a lot 

which does not front on an open publ ic road and has a limited range 

of services available.  Remote cottages include recreation 

dwellings on islands.  

 

6.83  "REQUIRED" shall mean required by this By - law.  

 

6.84  "RESTAURANT" shall mean a building or part thereof, other than a 

tavern, where food is prepared and offered or kept for retail sale 

to the public for immediate consumption either on or off the 

premises.  

 

6.85  "RETAIL LUMBER YARD" shall mean the use of land, buildings or 

structures for the storage of wood products for the purpose of 

wholes ale or retail trade, but shall not include a planing mill or 

sawmill or any facility for wood treatment.  

 

6.86  "RETAIL OUTLET" shall mean a building or part thereof in which 

goods, wares, merchandise, substances, articles or other things are 

stored, offere d or kept for retail sale to the public, including, 

but not so as to limit the generality of the foregoing, a 

neighbourhood store, a bakeshop, a farm produce outlet, and a rock 

shop.  This definition shall not include any use specifically 

defined elsewhere  in this By - law.  

 

6.87  "RIDING ACADEMIES" shall mean the land and accessory buildings 

associated with the training of horses, but shall not include the 

boarding of horses.  

 

6.88  "ROAD, ACCESS" shall mean a road located on land not owned by the 

Corporation and not dedicated and accepted as, or otherwise deemed 

at law to be, a public highway, that serves as a motor vehicle access 

route to one or more parcels of land.  

 

6.89  "ROAD, PUBLIC" shall mean a public highway or public road or any 

part thereof and inclu des a street, bridge and any other structure 

or improvement thereto, under the jurisdiction of the Ministry of 

Transportation or the Corporation and which has been opened by 

Provincial Statute or regulation or by by - law for use by the general 

public and is  maintained by the Ministry of Transportation or the 

Corporation.  Road, public shall not mean an unopened road 

allowance or any road defined under the Road Access Act, R.S.O. 

1980, as amended.
